Merseytravel Advisory Panels

There are five Merseytravel Advisory Panels (MAPs) based on the areas of the five District Councils, namely Knowsley, Liverpool, St Helens, Sefton and Wirral.

Meetings of the Panels are held on a quarterly basis within the district concerned and a copy of the minutes of the meetings is submitted to the Integrated Transport Authority for information.  Special meetings can be held if necessary.

Constitution

(i)
Up to a maximum of four Integrated Transport Authority members from the district concerned.

(ii)
Up to a maximum of three District Council members.

(iii)
One representative of outside organisations which can demonstrate an interest in public transport (current list of organisations attached).

(iv)
Up to four individuals not associated with or members of a recognised organisation.

(v)
The Chair and Deputy Chair of the Integrated Transport Authority will be ex-officio members of each of the five panels.

(vi)
The Chair and Deputy Chair of each Panel will be Integrated Transport Authority members whenever possible, and otherwise a District Council member.  They will be elected annually.

(vii)
Substitute members are allowed.

(viii)
Membership will be reviewed annually.

Terms of Reference

(a)
To consider, and make recommendations to the Integrated Transport Authority and/or Passenger Transport Executive on matters affecting:-


(i)
public passenger transport services in Merseyside, including Mersey Ferries;


(ii)
the operation of the Mersey Tunnels.

(b)
To provide opportunities for the resolution of public transport and Mersey Tunnels’ users difficulties.

(c )
To act as Forums for consultation.

Venues

The Panels currently meet at the following venues:-

Knowsley – Alternate between Civic Centre Huyton and Civic Centre 
Kirkby.  Meetings usually on a Friday afternoon at 2.00pm.


Liverpool – Merseytravel Offices, 24 Hatton Garden, Liverpool.  Meetings usually on a Monday afternoon at 2.00pm.


St Helens – St Helens Town Hall.  Meetings usually on a Friday afternoon at 2.30pm.


Sefton – Bootle Town Hall.  Meetings usually on a Monday afternoon at 2.00pm.


Wirral – Birkenhead Town Hall.  Meetings usually on a Wednesday morning at 10.30am.

Copies of the Agenda for meetings are available from Merseytravel Offices, 24 Hatton Garden, Liverpool approximately 7 days before the meeting.

Copies are also sent to Public Libraries within the appropriate district.

Members of the public are welcome to attend meetings which are attended by officers from Merseytravel dealing with bus, train and marketing issues, together with representatives of the major bus companies and the two main train operating companies (First North Western and Serco/Nedrail).

Applications for Membership

Advertisements are placed in free newspapers in the county each summer inviting organisations and individuals to apply for membership of the Panels. Applications are placed before an Appointments Panel, chaired by the Chair of the Integrated Transport Authority, and which meets in September/October each year.
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
