An electrifying future for the North West
Network Rail, the owner of Britain’s railway track and infrastructure,
is electrifying key rail routes across the North West to make train
services faster, quieter and more reliable.
This major investment will improve rail travel between Liverpool
and Manchester, Preston and Blackpool and will enable more trains
with additional seats to run.
Electrifying the railway in the North West will enhance approximately
300km of some of Britain’s busiest rail track; will support the North’s
long-term, low-carbon economic growth, and better connect people to
jobs, services, friends, family, education and leisure.

So, why electrify?
Electric trains have 20% more seats than diesel trains. They are lighter and cause less damage to the track, resulting in
a more reliable railway. Electric trains can get up to speed quicker and have superior braking systems, making journeys
quicker, especially in urban areas where there are frequent station stops. Electric trains emit around 20-35% less
carbon per passenger than diesel trains. There are zero emissions at the point of use, helping improve air quality
pollution ‘hot spots’ such as city centres and main line stations. The trains are also quieter when waiting at stations.

When will it happen?
The line between Manchester and Newton-le-Willows is expected to be completed in December 2013. The lines
between Newton-le-Willows and Liverpool Lime Street and between Huyton and Wigan are expected to be completed
by December 2014, with the Preston to Blackpool section of line due for completion in December 2015.
